Membership Notes 
Andrew McDougall – Our membership is fulfilling requirements in the categories of administration, student council, teachers, parents and community members. We wish to open membership to more community members and parents, especially from areas that are not represented in the current council; Preston/Cherrybrook. Admin will reach out to the community.

Principal’s Report

· We currently have a population of 841 students – 268 grade 12s, 287 grade 11s and 275 grade 10s with 11 returning graduates. 

· We have 59 teachers and 23 support staff. We have 8 new teachers to the building this year; Teya Bezanson, John, Dauphinee, Kelly Davison, Patrick Dufour, Jack Gillis, Kelsey Monroe, Kyle Hammer, Sarah MacIntosh and Shae Morse.

· We currently had two fire drills, one in the month of September and one this week.

· We did a Hold and Secure drill as well as a Lockdown drill already.

· Many sports teams are currently up and running; football, soccer, volleyball– both varsity and junior varsity, hockey, baseball, girls baseball - which is a new addition to Nova Scotia School Sport, this team has made the finals in it’s opening year. 
· Basketball tryouts are upcoming for both varsity and junior varsity teams. Our Auburn golf team made the finals provincials.

· We recently had a visit from the fire marshal to do a provincial fire safety inspection. Things went very well. We did have a list of operational augmentations that will be done to the school but overall we had a good report. 

· Students in our French immersion program are taking a European trip during March break 2026. This group will be visiting France, Switzerland, and Germany.

· Our drama group will be performing a musical ‘Cabaret Cabaret’. This will be held in November 26-28. 32 of our students will be performing.

· Discipline has been much better this year than the start of the previous school year. Our data such as suspensions and office referrals are much lower than this time last year. Staff and students are reporting much more positive school culture.

Student council

· Welcome week went very well. It was a good opportunity to meet and interact with the grade 10 students and introduce them to the Auburn Spirit. Great participation by all.

· Terri Fox run had about 20 to 30 students raising over $500.

· Senior sunrise took place at Rainbow Haven Beach at 6:30 am, with a great turnout of students. 

· The first dance of the year will take place on October 16 here at the school. It will have an autumn theme and be welcome to all students grades 10 to 12. 

· A food drive will be happening this week to raise Items for feed Nova Scotia. This will be completed and donated before Thanksgiving. 

· 7 to 10 of our students have volunteered for the school improvement committee, raising funds for improving our building.

Gym Divider

It has been a challenge to run our physical education classes due to a broken divider curtain that separates our gym classes. This curtain cannot be repaired and classes have been greatly impacted as they are finding difficulty to run safe and effective classes. 
Our operations department had not contributed to the replacement of the curtain, which is valued at over $40,000. 
Ms Hudson has written a letter to the Minister of Education to express concerns over the lack of a functioning divider. Following this letter, staff from the operations department had arrived to measure for new curtains - this is a good sign, but we have no timeline or commitment to any repairs or new purchases. It should be noted that our teachers have been very patient and problem-solving to ensure classes can continue safely. 

Fundraising

· Alumni hockey game – three hours of ice time has been rented at Cole Harbour Place for December 28. The committee is planning a couple of games and possibly a skills competition. This event will run from 6 to 9 PM. The committee is looking for more participation from volunteers.

· Bingo - ‘Not Your Grandma‘s Bingo!’ – Music bingo will take place on Saturday, November 15 at the Royal Canadian Legion on Main Street. This is a 19+ event Tickets are $25 and almost sold out

· Alumni Basketball Game - This will be held on December 19 at Auburn Gymnasium we will be drying for a gift card tree using gift cards donated by School Staff. Tickets for this draw will be held ahead of time.

Domino’s Pizza

· The committee has asked Tanya Deveau to continue to be our Domino’s Pizza rep. Setting up a fundraiser for the pizza special that will donate a portion of sales going to Auburn. We will request October 29 as a possible day for a pizza fundraiser.
